While racing, except in an emergency, a boat shall not make voice or data 

transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not 

available to all boats.   

 
3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

3.1 The RStLYC Annual Regatta is open to all boats belonging to members in good 

standing of a SLVYRA club. 

3.2 The series is open to all boats with a valid SLVYRA handicap certificate.

PHRF 2 spinnaker and white sail. 

Division 2 PHRF 3 

Division 3 PHRF 2 and 3 White Sail 

 

note: PHRF 2 white sail boats may elect to participate in Division 1 or Division 

3. Boats electing PHRF 1 white sail must advise the race committee. Boats 

must be either white sail or spinnaker for all races.

9.1 A boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores. The scoring system is as 

per RRS Appendix A.

RISK STATEMENT  

10.1 
 

RRS 3 states: ‘The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to 

continue to race is hers alone.’  By participating in this event each competitor 

agrees and acknowledges that sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with 

inherent risks.  These risks include strong winds and rough seas, sudden changes 

in weather, failure of equipment, boat handling errors, poor seamanship by other 

boats, loss of balance on an unstable platform and fatigue resulting in increased 

risk of injury.  Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent, 

catastrophic injury or death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia or other 

causes.

INSURANCE 

11.1 Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance 

with a minimum cover of $2,000,000.00 CAD per incident or the equivalent.
